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CONSTITUTION AND BY-LAWS
ARTICLE I.       GENERAL


The name of the organization shall be the “Alto Chapter of the Future Farmers of America”, commonly called Alto FFA Chapter.  This chapter shall abide by the rules and regulations in the constitution and by-laws found in the latest edition of the National Official FFA Manual.

ARTICLE II.    OFFICERS

1. 
The officers of this chapter will be as follows: President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, Reporter, Sentinel, Student Advisor, and any additional office as necessary.   The officers shall perform the duties of their offices as described in the National Official FFA Manual.  

2.        To hold an office in the Alto FFA Chapter, the officer must be enrolled in an Agriculture science class one semester of the year that the office is being held. Failure to do so will result in officer relinquishing that office.


3.         All officers must attend meetings and activities.  

            4.         Alto FFA Chapter Officers will be selected by the same election process that is utilized on the district, area, and state level.  This will ensure that students will be qualified when running for future offices within the FFA Organization.
ARTICLE III.    MEMBERSHIP

An active member shall be considered in good standing when:

The member must pay current National, State, Area, District and local dues regularly and act in a manner consistent with the ideas of the organization.

Members must be enrolled in an Agriculture Science course to maintain membership.




E.
Membership and all privileges there of will be revoked immediately by officers and advisors if a student misconducts himself/herself while participating in any FFA activity so as to bring disgrace to this chapter. Any major discipline offense as outlined on pages 41-43 of the student handbook resulting in Suspension, AEP, or ISS of more than three days per semester will result in loss of participation for that current semester.  Discipline will be evaluated on a semester basis.

ARTICLE V.    CONVENTIONS


1. 
Alto FFA shall attend the District, Area, and State FFA Conventions.


2. 
Attendees will be selected from the active membership.


3. 
State convention attendees must serve in some capacity at the convention to attend, or be an award recipient, or a participant in some form of competition at the convention.  Graduating seniors may attend the convention only if they are receiving an award or participating in a contest or running for a state office.

All members wishing to attend the State Convention must fill out an application.
